Measures for the Credit Management on the Survey and Design Quality of Construction Projects in Beijing (Trial)
Chapter I. General Provisions
Article 1. In order to further strengthen the entity responsibility for quality of construction projects, raise surveying and design units and practitioners' awareness of honesty, and improve the survey and design quality of construction projects, and in accordance with the spirits of relevant regulations including the Regulations on the Quality Management of Construction Projects, the Regulation on the Administration of Survey and Design of Construction Projects, the Guiding Opinions of the State Council on Establishing and Improving the System of Joint Incentive for Keeping Faith and Joint Punishment for Losing Faith and Accelerating the Advancement of the Development of Social Honesty (Guo Fa [2016] No. 33), the Implementation Opinions of the General Office of the State Council on the Comprehensive Reform of the Review and Approval System for Construction Projects (Guo Ban Fa [2019] No. 11), and the Guidelines of Beijing Municipality on Carrying out Classified and Tiered Supervision over Credit  (Jing She Xin Lian Ban [2020] No. 5), these Measures are hereby formulated in light of the actual situation of Beijing.
Article 2. These Measures are applicable to the units engaging in the survey and design of construction projects and their project principals in the administrative area of Beijing Municipality.
The "credit rating for the survey and design quality of construction projects" hereto refers to a mechanism to make credit rating for the survey and design quality of shop drawings of construction projects in Beijing by surveying and design units and project principals according to these Measures.
Article 3. The Beijing Municipal Commission of Planning and Natural Resources is responsible for the supervision and administration of the credit rating for surveying and design units and project principals in Beijing, as well as the formulation of credit management system, credit rating and rating standards. The Beijing Municipal Commission of Planning and Natural Resources collaborates with relevant municipal authorities including the Beijing Municipal Commission of Housing and Urban-Rural Development, the Beijing Municipal Civil Air Defense Office, the Beijing Earthquake Agency, and the Beijing Communications Administration to be responsible for the collection, determination and use of credit information of surveying and design units and project principals within their duties and the framework of laws and regulations.
Chapter II. Collection and Disclosure of Credit Information
Article 4. According to the relevant national and municipal laws and regulations, credit rating information consists of dishonest act information, honest act information and other information, including the information arising from the process of ex ante review, ex post spot check and routine supervision on the survey and design quality of construction projects.
Dishonest act information refers to the bad credit information arising from circumstances including the violation of relevant national and municipal laws and regulations and mandatory standards for construction projects, failure to conform to the contents in the Construction Project Planning Permit, failure to satisfy the depth regulations of design documents, and failure to perform the matters of requirement notification and compliance commitment.
Honest act information refers to the good credit information arising from circumstances including the strict compliance with relevant national and municipal laws and regulations and mandatory standards for construction projects, compliance with the contents in the Construction Project Planning Permit, satisfaction of the depth regulations of design documents, and conscientious fulfillment of the matters of requirement notification and compliance commitment.
Other information includes credit restoration information etc. Credit restoration information refers to the credit information formed by the application and submission of relevant evidence materials to the competent authority for the measures taken to guarantee the survey and design quality of construction projects after the materials are reviewed and approved.
Article 5. All competent authorities are responsible for the review of the authenticity of credit rating information in the principle that "who supervises and reviews should be responsible". The credit rating information is updated dynamically, and announced on the official website of the Beijing Municipal Commission of Planning and Natural Resources on a regular basis, with a period from January 1 to December 31 each year.
Chapter III. Credit Rating
Article 6. A scoring system is applied for the credit rating for surveying and design units and project principals. The credit rating is conducted over surveying and design units and project principals separately. An annual base score of 12 points is given to surveying and design units and project principals, based on which the corresponding points are to be added or deducted according to the classification of credit act. The specific rating standards are subject to the Credit Rating Standards for the Design Quality of Surveying or Design Units and Project Principals in Beijing (see Annex).
Article 7. Different administrative measures are respectively taken over surveying and design units and project principals according to the credit rating scores.
(I). Surveying and design units
i. An early warning of quality supervision is given for the surveying or design unit who has a total deduction of 6 points during a rating period.
ii. An interview with the quality principal of the surveying or design unit is given for such unit who has a total deduction of 8 points during a rating period.
iii. Where the surveying or design unit has a deduction of 12 points at one time, rectification is ordered to be made, and clues of illegal act are to be transfered to law enforcing authorities for penalty.
iv. Where the surveying or design unit has a total deduction of 12 points during a rating period, and there is no or only one violation of the mandatory standards for construction projects in the ex post spot check, rectification is ordered to be made.
v. Where the surveying or design unit has a total deduction of 12 points during a rating period, and there are two or two more violations of the mandatory standards for construction projects in the ex post spot check, rectification is ordered to be made, and clues of illegal act are to be transfered to law enforcing authorities for penalty.
vi. A restoration of credit rating score is given after rectification is made where the surveying or design unit has a total deduction of 12 points during a rating period.
(II). Project principals
i. Where a project principal has a total deduction of 6 points during a rating period, an early warning of quality supervision is given to such principal.
ii. Where a project principal has a total deduction of 8 points during a rating period, such principal and the quality principal of the surveying or design unit may be interviewed.
iii. Where a project principal has a deduction of 12 points at one time, rectification is ordered to be made, and clues of illegal act are to be transfered to law enforcing authorities for penalty.
iv. Where a project principal has a total deduction of 12 points during a rating period, and there is no or only one violation of the mandatory standards for construction projects, rectification is ordered to be made.
v. Where a project principal has a total deduction of 12 points during a rating period, and there are two of more violations of the mandatory standards for construction projects, rectification is ordered to be made, and clues of illegal act are to be transfered to law enforcing authorities for penalty.
vi. A restoration of credit rating score is given after rectification is made where the project principal has a total deduction of 12 points during a rating period.
Article 8. The surveying or design unit or project principal who has any objection to the credit rating result may make an application to the competent authority, and provide relevant evidence materials. The competent authority shall complete the review within 5 workdays as of receipt of the application, and inform the applicant of the result.
Article 9. The restoration of dishonest acts is implemented in accordance with the relevant national and municipal rules.
Chapter IV. Use of Credit Information
Article 10. On the basis of credit disclosure, surveying and design units and project principals are marked with "green, yellow and red" signs. Based on the credit rating information of the previous year, differential supervision is conducted over the surveying and design units and project principals in respect of the proportion and frequency of spot check, certifications and qualifications, and bidding etc.
Article 11. The credit rating information is taken as a reference for the relevant authorities to implement supervision and improve the joint supervision system.
Chapter V. Supervision and Administration
Article 12. In the process of credit supervision, the competent authority shall strictly abide by various rules, observe working disciplines, administer legally and enforce laws with integrity, ensure the authenticity and accuracy of credit information, and safeguard the safety of credit information.
Article 13. Credit administration shall be subject to public supervision. Units or individuals may report to the competent authority for acts that violate laws and the provisions in these Measures in the credit management.
Chapter VI. Supplemental Provisions
Article 14. The Beijing Municipal Commission of Planning and Natural Resources shall timely adjust the credit rating standards according to relevant laws and regulations and the reality of work.
Article 15. These Measures come into force as of September 1, 2022, and are valid for 2 years.
